If Easter has worked its wonder, you are 
different today than you were a year ago. Lent 
and Easter are seasons of renewal in the 
church. Each Lent we strive to face our sin, do 
penance, and rise with Jesus. We draw on the 
power of these seasons to celebrate the love of 
God in our lives, a love that accepts us in our 
sinfulness and calls us into grace.

Fifty-eight applications, from highly 
qualified inspirational women from all over 
Canada, were received and 14 women were 
selected by the Foundation for the first Certificate 
program in Catholic Women's Leadership. In 
partnership with Saint Paul University's 
Providence School of Transformative Leadership 
and Spirituality, a program has been specifically 
designed for the Foundation.
