Where love comes from 
Who can explain love? One day you meet 
someone, and your heart is filled with a love you 
never knew was in there. Where does it come 
from? How did it get there? What prompted it to 
come out? Why does it feel this way? 

Love warms us like nothing else. It inspires us to 
be good to others - and not just to the person we 
love. The love we have for one person is so great 
that it spills out in our actions and attitudes 
toward others. You become a more loving person 
to all because you became a loving person toward 
one. 

Love comes from God. God is love. God loved us 
first before we loved any other person and before  

we loved God. John writes, "Love is of God;  
everyone who loves is begotten by God and knows 
God." When we love someone - whether or not we 
realize it - we are experiencing God. God loves first. 

Some people have another experience of God. They 
imagine God as an angry, authoritarian figure. Or 
they go to church and find God - well, boring. John 
suggests the problem might not be with God. It might 
be with us. "Whoever is without love does not know 
God, for God is love." 

It takes time to get to know God. But if we take time, 
we will experience love. Then we'll know where love 
comes from.

1 John 3:18-24 
Children, let us love not in word or speech 
but in deed and truth. 
 

It's easy to say the right thing, to offer the  
apology or noble opinion, to obtain the preferred 
response. It's much more demanding to embrace 
the right thing internally and to move in the 
direction that truth requires. One way to check if 
we're living the truth and not just talking it is to 
consider what the truth is presently costing us. 

The Letter of James gives similar advice: we 
can't say "Keep warm and well fed" to the needy 
without also finding ways to shelter and feed 
them. We can't vaguely hope things work out for 
friends in distress without offering some kind of  
help: a listening ear, a break in the care giving, 
or pointing them in the direction of a twelve-
step program. Loving people often means 
getting our hands dirty in the grit of their lives. 
If we're not clear on this, fifteen minutes in front 
of a crucifix ought to remind us of the high cost 
of love.

he rosary is a Christ-
centered prayer in 
which we pray to the 

Son in the company of his 
Mother. With Mary, we 
contemplate the face of Christ

Our 
fingers passing from one decade to the next make 
the journey with Jesus as he is conceived and 
born, as he teaches and heals, as he gives himself 
to us in forms of bread and wine, as he suffers and 
dies, rises and is glorified in the Church of our 
day. 
The "sweet chain linking us to God," as Blessed 
Bartolo Longo (1841-1926) described the rosary, 
continues to give us much to ponder.

Mysteries of the Rosary 

The Church has used three sets of mysteries for many centuries. In 2002 Pope John Paul II proposed a fourth 

set of mysteries - the Mysteries of Light, or Luminous Mysteries. According to his suggestion, the four sets of 

mysteries might be prayed on the following days: the Joyful Mysteries on Monday and Saturday, the 

Sorrowful Mysteries on Tuesday and Friday, the Glorious Mysteries on Wednesday and Sunday, and the 

Luminous Mysteries on Thursday. 

 

     The Joyful Mysteries 

1. The Annunciation  Mary learns that she has been chosen to be the mother of Jesus. 

2. The Visitation  Mary visits Elizabeth, who tells her that she will always be remembered. 

3. The Nativity  Jesus is born in a stable in Bethlehem. 

4. The Presentation  Mary and Joseph take the infant Jesus to the Temple to present him to God. 

5. The Finding of Jesus in the Temple  Jesus is found in the Temple discussing his faith with the 

teachers.

 Can I contribute to special collections including both parish and diocesan 
collections? 
Yes, all parishioners have the opportunity to contribute to special collections at the 
parish, including Christmas, Easter and all diocesan collections. A box of envelopes for 
these special collections will be forwarded to you. CC can also be processed as extra           
if you advise Finance office. 
 

 How do I change information, such as the amount of my/our donation, 
bank/credit card number or mailing address?

 Do I receive a receipt for tax purposes? 
Yes, all parishioners participating in the Pre-Authorized Giving Program receive an 
official receipt for income tax purposes according to Canada Revenue Agency 
requirements at the same time as envelope offerings for all gifts received by Holy Spirit 
during the calendar year. 
 

Can I sign up for automatic contributions even if I am not already 
registered with the parish or residing within the parish boundaries? 
Yes. Anyone who would like to support Holy Spirit parish is encouraged to participate.

The Nature of  

Parish Pastoral Councils  

The parish pastoral council brings together lay people and religious who, together with their pastors, 
work jointly to build the parish as a living Christian community. Thus parish council members care 
about parish life in other communities of the diocese, share in the concerns of the Church universal, 
and strive to bring the Gospel message to all people and places in their neighbourhood.  

Through reflection, planning, animation and action, the parish pastoral council is the place where 
those ministries or services are brought forth that are needed for the growth of a living parish 
community. The pastoral council must carefully consider the needs of the faithful and search within 
the community for the means that will adequately respond to these needs.  

This responsibility of the parish pastoral council does not take away from the continued mission and 
responsibility of the parish as a whole. Each baptized parish member remains responsible in his or her 
own way for the mission of the parish. In this way, the parish pastoral council is a means for 
implementing better the responsibilities of the whole parish community.  

 

Composition 

The parish pastoral council must be representative of the faithful of a particular parish and of the 
various pastoral activities that are carried out within its boundaries. 

Care should also be taken for a good balance between lay people and priests or religious on the 
council.  
 

Selection of Members 

Parish pastoral councils will choose a method of selecting their members that is most appropriate to 
their situation. In doing so, members will keep in mind the need to represent the whole parish and will 
strive to reflect the present state of the parish but also its future possibilities. Several methods of 
selecting members are possible whereby some could be used in combination with others.  

 

RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

Responsibilities / Skills of a Pastoral Council Member 

¶ Is a practicing parishioner at Holy Spirit Parish 

¶ Understands the purpose of the Parish Pastoral Council 

¶ Is committed to the whole mission of the parish community, not just one particular interest 

¶ Is committed to regular monthly meetings from September to June inclusive 

¶ Is prepared to creatively solve problems and to undertake new initiatives 

¶ Maintains liaison with specific parish ministries 

¶ Is attentive to the ministry of the parish and diocesan community 

¶ Understands and/or assists in the vision of the parish community 

¶ Promotes and encourages pastoral activity that will help the parish transform the vision into 
action 

¶ Has good communication skills - effective listener, reflects on what is seen and heard and 
shares ideas with clarity, is organized 

¶ Works well with groups: supports, affirms and respects others and their gifts
